Excerpt from Rector's Measure No. 8/2022 

Procedure for the admission and further study of students from Russia and Belarus  

in connection with the war against Ukraine 

and the implementation of the sanctions on the provision of technical assistance  

and intangible transfer of technology 

 

In connection with the Russian aggression against Ukraine and the involvement of Belarus in this 

aggression, and in relation to the directly applicable sanction regulations of the European Union, 

the Rector of the University of Pardubice (hereinafter referred to as the "University") issues the 

following measure for the purpose of implementing the prohibition on the provision of technical 

assistance and intangible technology transfer at the University, which establishes the procedure for 

the admission and further study of students from Russia and Belarus. 

 

Any action is to be taken only on a legal basis based on the sanctions imposed on Russia and/or 

Belarus by the European Union in connection with the armed conflict on the territory of Ukraine. 

 

For the purposes of this measure, a restricted study programme shall be defined as such a study 

programme, the study of which may be considered as technical assistance:
